1) Application must be TYPED or COMPUTER GENERATED. Hand written applications will not be
accepted. Teachers may be charged $5.00 for an incorrect entry that is submitted on the Junior
Convention Application Form. Computer generated applications must follow the format of the official FFMC
Junior Convention application. Only Juniors who received a Superior rating at the District auditions are eligible.

2) FEES: Juniorsentering 1to 4 Events = $25.00

Juniors entering 5 to 8 Events = $50.00
Group (5 or more entrants) = $25.00
Teacher = $15.00

NOTE: Teachers may not charge their students in excess of the entry fee established by FFMC. Teachers who
charge an entry fee in excess of the established fee will have their membership suspended.

Required repertoire MUST be listed exactly as printed in the
current Festivals Bulletin.

5) List accurate timings for piano and string classes Med. and higher, Hymn Class | and higher, Voice Jr. and
higher and all concerti classes.

6) A “GROUP” isfive (5) or more entrants performing in an ensemble, such as a chorus, orchestra, instrumental
ensemble, etc.

7) There is a $15.00 fee per teacher. This fee is required of all teachers whether the teacher attends the Junior
Convention or not. Any application form that does not include the teacher’ s fee will not be processed.

8) Any inquiries are to be made by the Counselor and /or teacher. Parents and students are not to contact the
FFMC Junior Counselor.

9) The entry form sent to Michael Edwards must include your check for the correct fee amount. Make check
payableto FFMC, Inc.

10) Be surethat you make a copy of the application form for your own files.

For delivery notification, enclose a stamped self
addressed post card which will be dated and returned to you.
